G. University Committee on International Education (UCIE)

Oversees all academic aspects of the UC Education Abroad Program, which operates in conjunction with offices 
on the campuses and serves all UC students. The committee is responsible for approving new programs, changes 
in programs, and all program courses and credits. The committee also oversees the regular formal review of 
programs and advises the President on the appointment of study center directors.

H. University Committee on Preparatory Education (UCOPE) 
Representative: Jesus Sandoval-Hernandez (continuing member)   
Monitors and conducts periodic reviews and evaluations of preparatory and remedial education. In addition, the 
committee supervises the Entry Level Writing Requirement with special emphasis on establishing appropriate and 
uniform Universitywide standards for the Analytical Writing Placement Examination. Each year the Committee 
selects the essay/prompt that is to be used in administration of the Analytical Writing Placement Examination and 
also sets the passing standard for the exam.
